Enquiry Outcomes 

Children will know: 

KQ1: That ‘Creation’ is the beginning of the ‘big 
story’ of the Bible.  

KQ2: The story of creation from Genesis 1:1–2.3. 
Christians believe, God created the universe, the 
earth and everything init are important to God. 
KQ3: The story tells Christians about God, Creation 
and the world. God is big, amazing, powerful, 
exciting and clever.  
The Earth and everything in it are important to God.  
God has a unique relationship with human beings as 
their Creator and Sustainer  
KQ4: How Christians say thank you to God for the 
Creation – harvest, giving food. One key way for 
Christians to show thankfulness to God is for them to 
be generous to those with less.
